Baptism anticipates the Eucharist 
 
 Baptism anticipates the Eucharist, and the Eucharist recalls our baptism. 
 In baptism we receive the spirit of adoption as children in which we cry: Abba,    
Father, and thus became true adorers whom the Father seeks.1  The Eucharist is our          
communal expression of true adoration and worship to the Father.  Thus, the following  
prayer from the Rite of Infant Baptism anticipates our participation in the Eucharistic        
banquet: 
This child has been reborn in baptism.  He is now called the child of God, for so indeed he is.  
In confirmation he will receive the fullness of God’s Spirit.  In Holy Communion he will share 
the banquet of Christ’s sacrifice, calling God his Father in the midst of the Church.2 
 Two signs at or before the beginning of the Eucharistic celebration recall our       
baptism: Holy Water and the Sign of the Cross.  At the entrance of the church are holy water 
fonts.  Thus, when we enter to celebrate the Eucharist, the first thing we encounter in the 
Church are the waters of baptism through which we were buried with Christ Jesus so as to 
rise with Christ Jesus and enter into the life of Jesus. 
 Upon entering, we sign ourselves with the holy water making the sign of the cross, 
uniting both signs of our baptism.  When parents present the child to the church at the    
beginning of the child’s baptism, the first prayer the child receives is the sign of the cross: 
The Christian community welcomes you with great joy.  In its name I claim you for Christ our 
Savior by the sign of his cross.  I now trace the cross on your forehead, and invite your      
parents and Godparents to do the same.3 
 When we make the sign of the cross, we invoke the Triune God in whose name we 
were baptized – a powerful gesture.  Some Saints have said that demons tremble when the 
sign of the cross is made with reverence.  We acknowledge that we are members of the 
Church, members of the Body of Christ, and members of God’s family as adopted sons and 
daughters.  “In making the sign of the cross, we remind ourselves that we have been set 
apart by Christ, and we renew our commitment to live in union with Him, to be true        
adorers…  The sign of the cross serves as a powerful symbol expressing our covenant with 
God and His protection in our lives.”4  Having expressed our covenant, we share a covenant 
meal in which we gather around the family table, the Lord’s table, to celebrate our identity 
and communion as children of God and brothers and sisters in Christ.

6th graders will bring home a letter 
this week about new                
Immunization requirements.  For 
next school year, (Fall 2016),  
incoming 7th grade  students are 
required by the State of Ohio to 
receive  a Tdap & MCV4 vaccine  
before starting school in August.  
The Tdap (Tetanus, Diptheria and  
Pertussis) is being required due to 
the increase incidence of         
Pertussis (Whooping Cough) in 
teenagers.  The MCV4     protects 
against 4 types of Meningococcal 

Meningitis which is a bacterial 
infection that can make the lining 
of the brain and spinal cord swell. 
Both       illnesses are transmitted 
by germs in saliva.   
       Your child may have received 
these vaccines during their most 
recent Well-Check at their doctorôs 
office (approx. age 11). Contact 
your childôs doctorôs office and find 
out if they need these              
immunizations.  
Vaccines can also be obtained at 
our local health departments and 
clinics; please see letter for     
details.
