Scriptural Readings within the Eucharistic Celebration  
 

 The Constitution on Sacred Liturgy from the Vatican Council II declares, ñSacred 
Scripture is of great importance in the celebration of the liturgyéIt is from the Scriptures that 
the readings are givenéIt if from the Scriptures that the prayers, collects, and liturgical songs 
draw their inspiration.  It is from the Scriptures those actions and signs derive their          
meaning.10ò  The liturgy is thoroughly Biblical.  Therefore, it is essential to promote a warm 

and living love for Scripture. 

 In Baptism we became sons and daughters of God and entered into covenant with 
God.  Our readings from Scripture attest to Godôs fidelity to the covenant and assure us of his 

love.  As part of Godôs self-revelation to his people, the Scriptures are a valuable gift. 

 In our Sunday celebration of the Eucharist, we hear a first reading ï usually from the 
Old Testament, a psalm, a second reading ï taken from the New Testament, and a gospel 

passage. 

 ñThe reading of the Gospel is the high point of the Liturgy of the Word.11ò  The four 
Gospels, each in its own way, express the salvific truth that God became man in Jesus Christ 
and he died for the forgiveness of our sins.  We acknowledge that the Gospel is the high 
point of the liturgy of the Word in at least three ways: the book of the Gospels is displayed 
upon the altar during the liturgy of the word, the reading is preceded by the Alleluia or another 

acclamation, and we stand while the Gospel is being proclaimed. 

 The Old Testament reading is chosen to correspond with the Gospel reading.  ñThis 
is intended to shed light on the unity of the Old and New Testaments and on the unity of   
salvation history.12ò  The New Testament readings are continuous: within the book of the New 
Testament that is being read, this Sundayôs reading picks up where the previous Sunday left 
off.  As such, it may or may not correspond thematically with the Old Testament reading and 
the Gospel reading.  The responsorial Psalm is prayerful, fostering meditation on the word of 

God. 

 The Scriptures that we read are a gift from God and from his Church.  We respond 
to the gift of Godôs self-revelation through Scripture by giving thanks ï the word ñEucharistò 
comes from the Greek word meaning ñthanksgiving.ò  In the liturgy of the Word we hear the 
story of salvation.  During the liturgy of the Eucharist we enter in a special way into that story 

of salvation.
